What Do You Hear?

Grade: Collaborative 2, 3
Objective:  This unit will help students become aware of different vibrations that omit sounds around them.  The entire class will listen to a variety of sounds.  Students will create their own sounds by using different manipulatives to make a sound. 

ALCOS Standards:
1.3 Relate a variety of sounds to their sources, including weather, animal, and transportation sounds.
2.2.  Identify vibration as the source of sound.
Meeting IEP Goals:

JA:  The student will read the directions one step at a time either to the student teacher or an assistant insuring that the student understands what to do.  The student teacher or the assistant will listen to the student read each questions on the worksheet (one question at a time).  The student will be given extra time to complete the experiments and worksheets.

JO:  Directions will be read to the student one step at a time insuring the student knows what to do.  The student teacher or assistant will help assist the student in the experiments or worksheets.  If the student shows difficulty in writing the answers the student teacher or assistant will help the student write the answers.  If the student is showing signs of difficulty the student will be given an alternate assessment.  

JJ:  The student will read the directions step by step insuring that the student understands each step. The student will also read the worksheet to the student teacher or assistant as the student answers each question.  The student will be given extra time to complete the experiments and worksheets.

L:  Will be assisted throughout the experiments.  The student will read each step or questions to the student teacher or assistant.  If the student shows signs of difficulty in complete the worksheet the student will be given an alternate assessment.

P:  The student will be guided throughout the experiments.  The student will be instructed to raise their hand if the student needs help with the worksheets or experiments. 

S:  Will be assisted throughout the experiments.  The student will have an alternate assessment by matching pictures using a file folder manipulative.  The student will be guided by the student teacher or assistant to match the pictures and repeating the picture names.  

Z:  The student teacher or assistant will ensure the student is on task.  The student will be guided throughout the experiments.  If the student needs help with the experiments or worksheet the student will be instructed to raise their hand.

Jo:  The student will be guided throughout the experiments.  The student will be instructed to raise their hand if the student has any questions concerning the experiments or worksheets.  The student teacher or assistant will make sure the student is on task.

Procedure:

	Day 1 Engagement:  
	Student teacher will read a book called “Sounds in My World” by Joanne Randolph.  The student teacher will review vocabulary words in the book.  For example, students will be introduced to the following words:  thunder, ambulance, high sounds, low sounds.  After going over the vocabulary the student teacher will read the book to the students.  While reading, the students will be asked various questions throughout the book.  After reading and discussing the book the student teacher will show a PowerPoint on sounds.   

 Students will explore different things that make sound by creating a collage of things that make sounds.   The student teacher will have an example for the students to look at.  

Accommodations had to be made for the collage due to different learning levels.  Some students will have to glue pictures of things that make sound out of magazines onto construction paper. Other students will draw things that make sounds on white paper and then they will glue them on construction paper.  Some students will pick out pictures of items that make sound.
	Cutting will help some students with motor skills.

Special pencil to help a student.  

Cutting pictures instead of drawing.
Student teacher will move around the room assisting the groups as necessary.  Student teacher and assistants will work with students on cutting, pasting, and coloring the collage.  The special education teacher will provide support as needed.  



	Day 2 Exploration: 
	Student teacher will read a book called “The Listening Walk” by Paul Showers.  The student teacher will review yesterdays lesson.  After the review the student teacher will ask students, “From the picture and the title “The Listening Walk”, what do you think the book is going to be about?”  Student teacher will listen to different response and give praise.  Before the student teacher reads the book she will introduce vocabulary words related to the book.  For example, they will be introduced to the words:  sprinklers, pigeon, whisper, woodpecker, and crickets.  The students will listen to the story read by the student teacher.  While reading the story the student teacher will stop at various points in the book and ask the students questions.  (Student teacher will show examples on Elmo about sounds)
The student teacher will give out rules concerning going outside on the walk. Students are to record the different sounds they hear outside to experience sounds around them.   
	Student teacher will move around the room assisting the groups when necessary.  Student teacher will ask questions to each group to check for understanding.  Student teacher and assistants will work with students while outside recording data.     The special education teacher will provide support as needed.

	Day 3 Explanation:  
	Student teacher will read the book “Sounds All Around” by Wendy Pfeffer.  Before the student teacher reads the book, she will introduce vocabulary related to the book.  For example, they will be introduced to the following words:  decibels, echoes, vibration, and sound waves.  After discussing the vocabulary words, the student teacher will ask the students to predict what the story will be about.  While reading, the student teacher will ask questions of the students.  After reading the book the student teacher will show a video about sounds.
In order for students to explore vibration the student teacher will demonstrate vibrations with a ruler.  The students will then proceed to explore vibration through a ruler.  This activity gives students an opportunity to actively observe vibrations that produce sound. 

After the demonstration the students will create string phones.  The students will be in groups of two and will be given step-by-step instructions while assistants help the students.
Instructions are as follows:  

1. Place the two Styrofoam cups upside-down on a table.

2. Pick up a piece of string.  Thread one end through the hole in the bottom of the Styrofoam cup, so the end is inside the cup.  Tie the end of the string to a paper clip.  The paper clip will keep the string from slipping out the hole in the cup.  Do the same thing to the cup at the other end of the string.

3. Gently stretch the string out between you and your partner.  Pull the cups apart until the string is tight. (Do not pull too hard or the telephone will break)

4. Have both partners hold their cup gently and wrap their hand around the cup.  Take turns having one partner talk into one cup while the other partner listens in the other cup.  You should be able to hear sound pass through the string telephone. 
	Student teacher will move around the room assisting the groups when necessary.  Student teacher will ask questions to each group to check for understanding.  Student teacher will participate and encourage students to share their findings with the class based on their observations during the lesson.  The special education teacher will provide support as needed.

	Day 4 Elaboration:  
	Student teacher will read a book “Mr. Noisy” by Rozanne L. Williams.  Before the student teacher reads the book, she will ask students to predict what the book is going to be about.  While reading the book students will each have a musical instrument from the HASP kit.  Whenever the student teacher says “Mr. Noisy” while reading, the students are to play their instrument.  After reading the book the student teacher will ask students questions about their instruments (different vibrations produce different sounds).  Through observations and discussion about their instruments the students will be able to consider that sounds can be produced by different objects and by vibrations.    

Due to limited time the students will begin creating their musical instruments using various manipulatives.  For example, tissue box, rubber bands, tissue paper etc.  (Students will continue finishing their projects tomorrow.  

In order for students to explore vibration the student teacher will demonstrate vibrations with a ruler.  The students will then proceed to explore vibration through a ruler.  This activity gives students an opportunity to actively observe vibrations that produce sound. 


	Student teacher will move around the room assisting the groups when necessary.  Student teacher will ask questions to each group to check for understanding.  Student teacher and assistants will help students who need assistance and guidance.  

	Day 5 Evaluation:  
	Students will finish creating their instruments using various materials given.  Each student will discuss their instrument.
